MONTH IN REVIEW

BMERICAN RED CROSS RESPONDS TO
EARTHQUAKE IN HAITI

The needs in Haiti are immense, but the humani-
tarian aid pipeline is opening wider even though
logistical problems still exist. Red Cross teams
are assessing ways to meet immediate needs and
also how to provide long-term recovery assis-
tance, such as continued provision of household
supplies and addressing emergency shelter.

o Four warehouses are open and operating at
full capacity.

e The Red Cross is producing more than 1 mil-
lion liters of water per day, enough for 300,000
people. Water distribution points are in 100
settlements with sanitation facilities in 8 settle-
ments.

e Red Cross distributions of food and relief
items (blankets, kitchen sets, hygiene kits,
buckets, water containers, laundry soap/
detergent, and mosquito nets) have reached
nearly 32,000 families (or 170,000 people).

o 76 flights carrying Red Cross aid from around
the world have arrived in the Dominican Re-
public or Haiti.

e Shelter and sanitation remain urgent needs.
The Red Cross is working to provide a range
of immediate shelter assistance, and we also
are working on a strategy to meet ongoing and
long-term housing reconstruction needs. In
addition, Red Cross Mass Sanitation teams are
working to build latrines as quickly as possi-
ble in Port-au-Prince and Leogane. More than
100 have been completed, with 300 more un-
der construction.

National Red Cross will be releasing a new Wilder
ness and Remote First Aid training program. This
new course will be released during the 100th Anni{
versary year of American Red Cross First Aid and
helps emphasize and expand upon the proud tradi
tion of the American Red Cross in the area of first
aid training. WRFA responds to a growing demand
and is adaptable to varying audiences from youth-
serving organization members and their adult leaders
(such as Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts) to adult out-
door recreation (such as members of the Americar
Canoe Association and Mountaineers) and to those
who work outdoors in remote locations (such as park
rangers, rural construction and utility crews).

We have completed our annual Health and Safety
Instructor re-authorization process. Currently we
have 218 instructors that met the certification re-
guirements and are qualified to teach our courses for
the community or for their employer.

We provided community service training for 25
Hands on Gulf Coast staff and 21 Youth Build meng-
bers.

During the month of January, HRP continued to work very hard to provide outreach to our communitieg, con-
ducting preparedness presentations, utilizing Family Disaster Plans (FDPs) with each of our clients angl utility
assistance clients, presenting the ScrubClub hand washing presentations in the schools and daycares|as we
tinue to be the mist of flu season. Our goal is to implement disaster preparedness curriculum into the sghool
systems throughout the communities that we serve; we were able to implement fire safety preparednegs as p:
of the ScrubClub presentation this month. All of the schools response to this effort continues to be ovdrwheln
ingly positive. Each month we will implement a new key initiative in our preparedness presentation.

The Client Recovery Coordinators continue to provide direct casework services to clients who are still grying t
recover from Hurricane Katrina. Before even considering closing out the cases the coordinators searctjed for
grants in the local area, for non government based grants, and government based grants and also seafched f
partnerships with faith-based organizations in the attempt to secure funding for their clients. We are re¢gom-
mending to each client that they make contact with the Housing Resource Center in their county for pogsible
assistance as any type of possible funding in the future will be funneled through those centers. The Coprdina-
tors are involved in more community outreach activities and the recruitment of volunteers as their posigon is
hybrid. Because of the position expansion, we are able to prepare more people for any type of disastef that m
affect the area that we serve.
