Message From Bertina Burge, Director of Health & Safety:

A lack of time and money can present barriers for some individuals and businesses to     
provide certification in CPR/AED. The new "CPR Made Simple" programoffers a non-
certification format to help overcome these barriers and to reach more individuals with   
life-saving training that might not otherwise become trained. The CPR Made Sim-
ple program should increase the Chapter’s reach to help train those in the community to be 
prepared for cardiac emergencies.  CPR Made Simple attracts market segments not needing 
traditional certification courses. The low cost, one-hour format expands the portfolio of 
courses and provides an opportunity for individuals in the community or in a business set-
ting to be exposed to Adult CPR and AED skills. CPR Made Simple enhances and contrib-
utes to other Red Cross activities and opens doors to new customers.

In September, we also provided community service training for the Bay St Louis Headstart 
Program and for the Lions Club in Picayune.

Message From Josh Joachim, Program Manager:

For the month of September HRP participated in multiple events and outreach initia-

tives.  One of the notable events that we participated in was held on Friday, September 11th 

at which we worked with approximately 150 students classes K – 5 throughout the day at 

North Bay Elementary School, 1825 Popps Ferry Road, Biloxi.

HRP staff,  along with American Red Cross volunteers, met and talked with students in a 

small-group atmosphere about their work with the American Red Cross and what has in-

spired them to do this service for their country and/or community.  We assisted the youth in 

several meaningful projects to promote volunteerism and community service at a level in 

which they could relate.  Two of those projects assisted students on a large sidewalk chalk 

mural and worked with students on creating painted canvases with personal statements 

about community service. This was a great opportunity to show our communities youth how 

important it is to give back and help others.  This event was hosted in partnership with 

Hands On Gulf Coast.

The American Red Cross has been on the ground providing food, shelter, water and supplies to 

American Samoa ever since last week's devastating tsunami wreaked havoc across the Pacific Islands. 

Thousands of miles away, across the Pacific Ocean, Red Cross chapters are also lending a helping 

hand by reconnecting families affected by the disaster by registering them as Safe and Well.

If concerned about a close family relative with citizenship in Samoa, contact your local Red Cross 

chapter to initiate an International Disaster Welfare Inquiry. A volunteer will collect basic                

information and share it confidentially with the Samoa Red Cross Society, the country's equivalent to 

the American Red Cross. To date, the Samoa Red Cross has assisted more 

than 3,500 people with tracing services both domestically and internation-

ally, including a man from New Zealand who was miraculously              

reconnected with his wife and daughter soon after the storm.
